Ms. Foster said that she has started a draft of the specifics for the Lateral 2E project, and asked
the Board when they want to bid the project. The supervisors said that they want the project to be bid
immediately, within the dry season. Ms. Foster said that she will prepare a draft packet and will email the
packet, individually, to the supervisors for their review.

Mr. Townsend said that he and Ms. Foster need to meet with the Kozacks to show them the
District’s intentions on the project, to make sure that everyone is on the same page. Ms. Foster agreed.
